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PLRSONAL AND MOST SECRET MILSSAGE

FROM Mr CHURCHILL TO ) STALIN.

I have just received your message and have also seeﬁ letter
from General Antonov to General Eisenhower suggesting that
announcement of German surrender should be postponed till May 9th,
1945. It will not be possible for me to put off my anmnouncement
for twenty-four hours as you suggeste. Moreover Parliament will
reguire to be informed of the signature at Rheims yesterday
and formgl ratification arranged to take place in Berlin to-day.
I have spoken with General Eisenhower on the telephone and he
assures me of his intention to cocperate to the full with all
forces against the fanatical groups of the enemy who may disobey
the orders they have received from their own government and
High Command. This would of course apply to all British and
United States forces under General Eisenhower's Command. I
shall meke it clear in my announcement that there is étill
resistance in some places. This is not surprising considering
the immense length of the front and disorganised condition of
the German Government. I believe that President T'ruman is
making his amnouncement at 9 a.m. American time to-day snd I
hope that you will be able under the necessary reserves, to

make yours as arrangede.
